We opened
May 1st of 1991, so we’re coming up
on 33 years.”
   While many activities are taking
place during the Spring Festival,
Horowitz has a tradition of his own
which includes planting.  “I plant a
lot of seeds that day,” Horowitz says.
While customers come in on that
day for a jewelry service or to look
around, he notices they sometimes
come back within three months, “I
call it my seed planting… You can’t
just harvest a crop without planning
to replenish it.” 

       David Horowitz Jewelry is a full
service jewelry store which does
design, manufacturing, repairs,
and sale, or as he says, “you name
it, we do it.” The store will also be
having a sale on the Spring
Festival weekend, “We’ll have
everything 30-50% off throughout
the store, but it will last for the
whole month of May.”
